1. Models and Algorithims are a sham
- cover for profiling
-unscientific pretending to be scientific
- past is biased therefore data is biased

2. Need to dispel the myth that “data” is pure
- how it is collected is very important

3. This is not a new style of policing
- there is a long history colonization
-people who have profited around slavery
-demographics justifying the profit that was made from slavery
-eugenics
- bias is rooted in oppressive history

4. Crime Data
- criminalization of poverty and communities they are deciding to criminalize

5. Reinforce Race and Class Bias
- creates a rigid system where no one moves

6. Sensationalizes crime fighting

7. Neighborhoods are under siege
- it becomes guilt by association
- escalates situation into more violence

8. National Academy of Science Report states that when people are being monitored they alter their behavior and become even more suspicious

9. Anti-terrorism claims legitimizes and sells this equipment
- instituions (universities) legitimize
- hides racism

10. National context – perpetuates a type of ideology toward ethnic groups
- exacerbates racism
-profit driven leading to more incarceration
-follow the money
- sways a popular opinion that will benefit / profit a certain group of people

11. War on Terror is a Police State
-Gang injunctions terrorizing neighborhoods
-overt oppression, fascism, police state
